
















LESSON PLAN


Topic: Sharp objects/Glass safety


Duration: 45 minutes


Resources: Home Safety Pack, whiteboard, pens, pencils, Snakes and Ladders template, counters, dice.


Objective: To enable children to understand how sharp objects and glass may cause injury, and how to avoid potential dangers with sharp objects and glass.


National Curriculum Links: En1 a-c, PSHE 3e.

Content








Introduce session by asking the children if they have ever had an accident with a sharp object. Ask them to describe what and how it happened. Introduce children to glass safety





Put children in to groups and ask them to make a list of sharp objects in their own home. Ask them to record them and the possible consequences of leaving them lying around.





In groups ask children to produce a game of ‘Snakes & Ladders’ using good practices as ladders and bad practices as snakes. If time allows swap the games around the groups and allow them to play.





Plenary – Highlight to the children the key points in preventing accidents from sharp objects and glass

LESSON PLAN


Topic: Slips, trips and falls.


Duration: 45 minutes


Resources: Home Safety Pack, whiteboard, pens, pencils, photographs.


Objective: To enable children to understand how slips, trips and falls occur, and how to avoid them.


National Curriculum Links: En1 a-d, PSHE 3e.








Content








Introduce session by explaining that 46% of accidents in the home are caused by slips, trips and falls. Ask the children why they think so many accidents are caused this way.


Explain causes of falls.





Put children in to groups and provide them with a photograph of a room inside a house. Ask them to list all the hazards under the categories of Slip. Trip, Fall.





Groups feed back their findings to the class identifying the best methods of preventing this type of accidents (see page 8 of Home Safety Pack for suggestions on how to prevent slips, trips and falls. Ask children to identify any hazards in the picture the group has missed.





Plenary – Ask children what they think they could do to prevent slips, trips and falls in their own homes. Highlight to the children the key points in preventing slips, trips and falls (see page 8 of the Home Safety Pack).

Content








Introduce session by asking the class if anyone has had an accident at home. Record the accidents and identify the most common.


Slips, trips and falls (46%)


Burns and scalds


Accidental poisoning


Choking and suffocation


Others e.g. drowning, electrocution


Encourage class to suggest accidents that would fall in to each category.





Provide groups with a photo of a room in the house. Ask them to identify any potential hazards in the room and record them under the 5 categories above.





Groups feedback their findings to the class. Encourage the children to identify any hazards which the group may have missed.











Plenary – Discuss which accidents the class think are most likely to happen and how they could be prevented.
